Golden has received anywhere from 8 to 25 cms this past week and you can see the variations of depth depending on what valley
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you go into. It does seem like the latest storms tracked a bit south. There’s approximately 10 cms in the forecast and alpine temps
look to remain in the negative numbers so that should preserve the snow.

Conditions: fresh snow with alpine wind effect

Parking: lower parking. 3.5km
Road: road is melted to gravel
Additional notes: Gorman is compacted with good base and good traction. The access road is melted to gravel.

Old Man

Conditions: unreported
Grooms scheduled: none
Fees: $30 - pay at Quartz Kiosk
Parking: Quartz Main Lot
Additional notes: There’s some road work happening on the west bench trail and we’re not 100% sure how the access is from the
Quartz base.
